☺P.D. Magnus, For All X. www.fecundity.com/logic/. Covers basic propositional and predicate calculus. I am gradually creating a modified version of this for community college students. 
☺Peter Bradley, Inquiry. http://inquiry.mcdaniel.edu/inquiry/entrance.php. Mostly web based. Modules include covers basic argumentation, ordinary language arguments, causal & scientific arguments, and paradoxes.
☺Cathal Woods with Bill Roche, Introduction to Reasoning. Available from Woods. Very accessible critical thinking textbook. Exactly the sort of thing that could replace widely used textbooks.  

☺ Paul Teller, A Modern Formal Logic Primer. tellerprimer.ucdavis.edu/ Originally published in 1989. When it fell out of print, Teller got the copyright back and put it online for free. Volume 1 covers sentential logic, and volume 2 covers predicate logic.
Anthony Eagle, Elements of Deductive Logic. users.ox.ac.uk/~sfop0118. Originally written for Oxford students to be used in conjunction with another textbook. Pretty sophisticated. 

Philip Pecorino, eight texts on various topics. www2.sunysuffolk.edu/pecorip. Texts include basic topics like Introduction to Philosophy and Ethics and more specialized topics like Death & Dying. No print versions. 
David Velleman, Blogic. www.nyu.edu/classes/velleman/blogic/Logic/. Starts with search engines as a way to learn Boolean connectives, then covers propositional calculus, modal logic, and predicate calculus. Web Only.

☺Merlot. www.merlot.org. Running since, 1997, one of the largest and oldest repositories of online college teaching materials. Completely integrated with most commonly used course management systems like Blackboard or Ecollege. Searching for open textbooks in philosophy gets 18 results, including the logic textbooks by Paul Teller and P.D. Magnus described above.  
Community College Open Textbook Collaborative www.collegeopentextbooks.org Twelve items listed under philosophy, but that includes things like an etext version of Thoreau’s Walden.
Connexions cnx.org/ A huge database that is hard to navigate. A search for “philosophy” gets 387 results, but you can’t browse by material type or course level.  
Curriki. www.curriki.org. Mostly aimed at K-12 education, but it does carry “college level and beyond” material. Content uploaded and rated by registered users. Browsing is by K-12 subject matter, so the closest thing to the Humanities is “Language Arts.” Searching for college level books gets 120 results, none of which are suitable for a college level philosophy course. The site was spearheaded by former Sun CEO Scott McNeally and profiled in the New York Times.
