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Main Question: What makes a pedagogical experiment morally acceptable?

Scott’s Approach:

Pedagogical experiments are human experiments. 

A human experiment is morally acceptable if and only if the experiment is
1) respectful (if possible) [respect requires informed consent],

2) beneficent [beneficence requires that the experiment not harm and that it is the best option for the participants], and

3) just [justice requires that no individual or group is unduly harmed].

b) Critique or support Scott’s whole approach, or
c) Offer an alternative approach to the main question.
